Science
The children made sailboat with a slice of apple,a triangular piece of cheese as the sail and they ate them for snack.  They also made traffic signals with graham crackers, cream cheese & red,yellow,green M&M candies.

The children learned the sounds and formed words from these letters: g,o,u,l,f,b from the Jolly Phonics.  They also have done activities about transportation on the Activboard.

At Home 
You can foster the concepts of this theme by taking your child with you the next time you need to pump petrol for your vehicle.  There are many different types of vehicles to observe on the road.  Also, provide soapy water and a sponge and let your child help you wash the family vehicle.   Children enjoy taking part in grown-up activities.  It will also help to build a sense of responsibility and increase their self-esteem.  Take your child for a walk around your neighbourhood.  Keep track of how many different types of transportation you see such as cars,pickup trucks,vans,bicycles etc…  You can also take them to the airport or harbor front to watch how a plane or boat take-off/land or move in/out of the harbor.
Have fun as you explore all of the Transportation activities with your child.
